dalt”, el 2020 “L’Amàlia i les ombres Lunars”, el 2023
“SOS en Re menor!” i el 2025 estrena “Agafa el foc i corre!”.

Les ombres

Hi ha moltes maneres d’explicar contes i històries. Una
d’elles consisteix en utilitzar les ombres, una expressió
artística molt antiga que permetia als pobles d’Orient
recrear les històries mitiques dels seus déus i herois.

Sinopsi

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Abans de l’espectacle…

Explicar als nens i nenes que l’obra és un conte representat
amb ombres xineses i que han de posar molta atenció al
que passa a la pantalla per no perdre’n el fil. Darrera la
pantalla i ha dues actors que manipulen i posen veus als
personatges. Al finalitzar l’obra, tot aquell qui ho vulgui,
podrá preguntar-nos el que s’escaigui sobre el
funcionament del teatre d’ombres. Estarem molt contents
de demostrar com estan fetes les figures i com es
manipulen en la llum.



Aquestes són algunes de les activitats que es poden fer a 
classe abans de l’espectacle. Ajudaran als infants a seguir 
la trama del conte.


1)   Dumdum is a giant. He lives alone on an island.


	 	 I am Dumdum! Yes I am!

  Dumdum dumty dum!

  Because Dumdum is my name!

  dum dumty dum!


*	 	 Make a picture of a lake and an island! 






2)	 	 Dumdum has no friends.  
 
Do you have any friends?


*	 	 Make a picture of you and your best friend! (fig 1)


3)  Every morning Dumdum has breakfast!


*	 	 What do you have for breakfast?

	 	 Make a picture of your favourite breakfast!


4)  After breakfast Dumdum waters his flower!


*	 	 Draw Dumdum’s flower and colour it! (fig 2)


5)  Then Dumdum likes to play! 

  With his sharp knife 

  and a piece of wood he makes… 

  a boat!


*	 	 Colour Dumdum’s boat! (fig 3)


6)  When Dumdum blows air out of his mouth 

  the weather gets stormy from north to south!


*  Blow air out of your mouth! 	 	 	  

  When Dumdum jumps up and down…

  the whole earth turns around!




*  Jump up and down, up and down, up and down!


  And when Dumdum cries…

  the lake goes so high that it almost reaches   
  the sky!


  So now you might understand why Dumdum   
  doesn’t have any friends!


7)  Beside the lake there is a village!


*  These are the persons that live in the village, and 	
	 	 their houses! Colour the picture! (fig 4)


8)  Dumdum likes to visit the village!


	 	 “Hello, hello! Where are you?

  Why do you always run away when I come!   
  You are cowards!”

	 	 

	 	 Dumdum gets sad and upset when the people  
  run  away from him! He gets angry!


*	 	 Do you also get angry sometimes? When?


9)  The people in the village are afraid of    
  Dumdum!

  He’s big, noisy and scary!




  To protect themselves they build a wall 

  and lock the door! 

  They don’t even dare to go out for a walk!


*  Draw a wall around the village! (fig 5) 


10)  The people want to get rid of Dumdum? But   
  how?


	 	 “He is so ugly, that guy

  that if he saw himself in a mirror

  he would get so scared

  that he would fall down and die!”


*  How do you look when you are scared?

  Draw your face in the mirror! (fig 6)


11)  But, who dares to leave the village?

  Cross the lake?

  Go to the Island?

  And show Dumdum the mirror?

  Nobody dares! Nobody but…


   




  …little Tulipa! She says: 


	 	 

	 	 “Enough, I have had enough! 

   I’ll go and fight against Dumdum!

   I’ll take my umbrella

   and with a mirror under the arm

   I’ll soon reach the island

   where the terrible giant lives!”




12)  When Dumdum sees himself in the mirror

  he gets so scared

  that he fells to the ground

  and will remain there!




13)  The people in the village are happy again!

  “The giant won’t come back again,

  won’t come back again!

  Finally we’ve got rid of him

  rid of him!




  Hurray, hurray, hurray!!!!”


  

  But little Tulipa is not happy, 

  she is sad!

  Every day she goes to the island 

  to water Dumdum’s flower!


	 	 Next to it lies the giant

  deeply asleep.

  He doesn’t move a finger




  nor a toe of his feet!




14)  And Tulipa says:


	 	 “What a pity! How sad! 

  If you woke up Dumdum

  I’m sure you wouldn’t scare 

  anyone again!

  Poor Dumdum!”




15)  And a miracle happends! 

	 	 

	 	 Dumdum wakes up!

  For the first time he feels 

  that someone cares for him!

 

  And so does a little flower bud

  that sleeps in the giant’s heart!

  Look how it in a blink of an eye, 

  turns into the most beautiful flower!




16)  The tenderness of Tulipa makes Dumdum    
  change!

  He understands that a real friend is someone  
  that shows compassion and tenderness!


17) Since that day, no one is anymore afraid! 
And all Dumdum’s friends


  go to visit him on his island in the lake!
